The Dratt and the Riot which it has
Provoked.

There can be but one opinion among right-
thinking men of the proceedings which yesterday
excited terror in every home within the commer-
cial capital of the nation. A voleano is not more
indiscriminate in destruction than is an infuriat-
¢d mob when its passion is once excited. Its
fury grows with whut it feeds on. The object
which first excites its wrath is soon forgotten or
lost sight of, and ultimately its leadership passes
into the hands of those who have only the basest
purpose to subserve.  There is and can be no
two questions of the duty of the good citizen in
an emergencey like the present. Ourrulers, how-
ever, have duties to perform which it would be
folly for an instant to lose sight of. It would be
a libel upon a city which has so zealously stood
by the government as New York to charge her
people with disloyalty. That the people of New
York are willing to do all within their power
to sustain the government the sixty thou-
sand soldiers New York has sent to the field
is an all-sufficient attestation. It is the manner
In which her support is demanded that is objec-
lionable. It would be impossible to devise a
conscription law, the execution of which would
not be attended by great hardship. It would
have been very easy to bave devised a law much
less objectionable than that which yesterday pro-
voked a riot in New York City, The suddenness
with which it was pat in operation, the unseem-
ly mystery as to the number of men required,
the disregard of the authority of the States, which,
instead of dividing, throw the entire responsi-
bility on the General Government, were all im-
politic antecedents to a law which it was not
possible for the Government to render unobjed-
tionable.

The government will bear in mind that the en-
forcement of the conscript law has been resisted
elsewhere than in New York. In Indiana and
Ohio blood has been shed. The lawlessness in
the West was less formidable, mainly becanse it
is in large cities where great massess of people
can be readily collected, that great riots are
possible. From what has happenedin New York
and elsewhere we believe the government will
be justitied in taking it for granted that the con-
scription Jaw is objectionable to the people, Con-
ceding that it is the right of the government to
enforce the law, the policy of doing so may well
bLe doubted. To place muskets in the hands of
men who are taken by forece from their homes,
and to rely upon them in positions where the
safety of a whole army may depend upon their
conduct, is to invite disaster. It is the ex-
perience of the South that the men forced into
the ranks of the rebel armics are of no value; the
strength of armies is not in numbers alone, but
mainly in that spirit which a reluctant and dis-
affected soldier can never feel.

This war is the people’s war,  If the adminis-
tration hus wisely used the meansthe people have
placed at its dixposal, and if after making an ap-
peal to them for further means of prosecuting a
war, which is their war, and the people fail in
their duty, then the administration cannot be
blamed. It will be held to have done its whole
duty. It isnot possible to bring this war to a
sucecessful closze, unless the great mass of the
people are heartily with the government. If
they are they will voluntarily provide the means
to carry on the war.

Now is the hour for those men who have
talked so loudly of their loyalty to come to the
rescue of the government, menaced as it is by
foes onevery side. The indications are that one
vigorous campaign will secure for us all that war
ever will. Ir there are disloyalists 4oNY us,
there is only the greater necessity for those who
vaunted of their loyalty when it cost nothing to
do #0, to muke greater exertion.  Where are the
Tnion leagues. o valiant in taik, so mighty in
resolutions? Let them take active efforts and
they can relieve the yovernment from a position
from which it can weither proceed with safety

nor retire with dignity. They have been
called merely lip loyalists: now is the
hour 1o refuie the charge, and by coming

themselves to the rescue put to shame those who
shrink from their du'y. Where is Mr. Greeles's
large reserve force of 400,000 * Let but one hun-
dred thoumsand of them speak, and the govern-
ment can within a week declare that the patriot-
ism of the people has exceeded its cxpectations,
and that volunteers have come forward in such
abundance that the draft is abandoned. If they
want to relieve the government from an embar-
rassing position, win honor for themselves and
confound the councils of the opposition, let
them step into the breach and each proclaim—

“ By Jove, T am not covetous for gokll,

Nor care 1 who doeth feed upon my eost.

It yearns me not, it men my garments wear,

such vuter things dwell not 1o my desires;

But if it be u £ 10 ¢covet honor,

I am the most offending soul alive,

Proclaim it, Westmorlund, throughout the hosts,

That he who hath no stonuach in this flehy

Let him depart; his pusrsport shall be mude,

And crowns for convoy put into his purse;

We would not dic in thut man's company,

That fear his fellowship to die with us,

TeE War NEws.—No general engarement
was fought vesterday between the armies of
General Meade and the Rebel Lee. A corres-
pondent telegraphs that during Sunday nizhtthe
atmospherc grew very hazy, and in the morning
of yesterday it was so Leavy that objeets could
be discerned only at a short distance. Abosut
noon a steady rain set in, bidding fuir to lust the
remainder of the day. The mountain streams
were fast rising, and it is probuble that within
twenty-four hours the Potomac will have several
additional feet of water on the fords. Sunday
night the Rebels drew in their lines in a number
of places, although on our cxtreme right and
front they otill maintained a front and were cn-
gaged it throwing up intrenchments and works
for théir artillery.  Gen. Kilpatrick is in posses-
sion of Hagerstown aud forms our extreme
right. Nothing las bLeen heard of Lougs!reeg
since the battle of Gettysburg, and the rebe
troops while passing through Hagerstown told
the citizens there that Lie wus wounded and a
prisoner. Our ariny is represented as buing in
fine spirits. The capture of Vicksburg is not
believed by the rebels, and the otlicers, doubt-
less, use c¢very etfort 1o conceal the fact
trom the privates in the army, denouncing
it a8 a falsehood and an invention of the
¢ Yankees.” Lee’s linescommence about a mile
and a half fromn Hagerstown, running to Dowa-
ville and thence to the Potomac. Gen. Meade's
forces fuce them, and so closely that there had
been continual picket firing between the two lines
for twenty-four hours. The rain which com-
aenced fulling at Hagerstown yesterday, has
proved very heavy, pouring down in flooding
torrents, without cessation. during the afternoon
and evering. A later despatch from Frederick
states that near moon yesterday onr skirmishers
brought on a pretty severe engagement, which
ended in the Union troops taking the Rebel
works at the point of the hayonet, together
with threc bundred prisoners.

Ourloss in killed and wounded is about one
bundred from the Third and Fourth Corps. It
was reported that a large body of our cavalry had
crossed the Potomac above Williamsport, and
were moving down the river for the purpose of
heading off the enemy in his efforts to cross to
the Virginia side. The wagon trains belonging
to Lee's army, which had already reached the
right bank of the stream, are in imminent danger
of being captured or destroyed by this cavalry
force. Lee had succeeded in placing a bridge of
boats across the Potomac, but our artillery it
%5 said eommands it.

The Safety of Our City.

We trust Mayor Kalbfleisch is not unmindful
of the fact that a fierce mob is surging through
the streets of New York, and that no man can
tell where their riotous procecding may be stop-
ped. We believe there is no fear of trouble in
our city. There is no provocation for it. The
draft has been for the present postponed, and it
may be that means will be tuken to obviate the
neeesgity for it altogether. There is no doubt
that the coustitutionality of the law will forth-
with be tested inthe Courts.  We believe there
is no material for a mob in this city, but there is
a possibility that o party of infuriated men from
New York may extend their ficld of operations
to this city. We take it for granted that the
Maror and Sheriffare preparing for the emergen.
er. We trust they are in communication with
the ferry companies, and are prepared to nip in
the bud, any lawlessness like that which has sul-
lied the fair fame of our sister city.

TEE RIOT IN NEW-YORK,

OPINIONS OF THE PRIISMN,

e

The New York journals of this morning are
entirely occupied with details of the great riot
of yesterday., For the first time in over two
years the news from the seat of war is of secon-
dary importance. The press of New York is
unanimous in condemning yesterduy’s lawless-
ness, unless the New York Herald may be taken
as exception.  This journal has never been noted
for its resistance to any measure which is popu-
lar, when such resistance involved the slightest
risk of profit or safety. The Zerald is desirous
of sailing with the current. This morning, its
conductors not knowing the waythe current
runs, say nothing. The Zribune has most 1o
fear from the coutinuance of yesterday’s doings.
The people engaged in the riot were all but sue-
cessful in destroying the Tribune office. Mr.
Greeley himself, with some difficulty, escaped
from the enfuriated mob. The Z¥ibune found
fault with the local authorities while giving
credit to the alacrity and zeal with which the
polive trunsacted their hazardous duty. Mr.
Grecley now demands that the national govern-
ment shall take the matter in band, and advo-
cates the proclamation of martial law forthwith.
We quote from the Tribune:

*The plain obvious duty of the Government is to Je-
clare at ouce Martinl Law in this city, and to place
some officer in command who will enforee 11, A mobh,
not fermidable by orgunization, by arms, bardly even by
numbers, was suflered all yesterday to work its will on
lives and property.  Where the police were used, they
did in the main very well, but they were ot halt used.
The civil power was at fault: Iacked capuavity and
lacked courage—even the poor courage to suinmon the
military to its protection,  Such military leadership as
we had was no better. It presented only the spectacle
of irresolution, and incompetence: wus worse than
useless, und must be replaced.  Let the Government
take thought for this city.  The meb which governed
it yesterday, and may resume its lawless scepter at any
moment, needs o be crushed with relentless purpose
and an irou hand. Only the Government can do it, ur
the citizens who. failing the Government, will organise
fur self-defense. . The Government ean do it only by
martial law, and by declaring that promptly, exercising
it mereilessly. and maintaining it till the last vestige of
treason is anmhilated.”

We believe that there is no necessity for this
extreme course. The State of New York—if not
the eity—is capable of maintaining order within
its limits.  Martial law has been defined as the
absence of all Jaw.  We desire to see law, and
would he gorry to tind that Mr. Greeley's panic
should be contagious.

The Neww York Tones calls upon the people to
respond to the Mayor's call for the enforcement
of the law. It says:

“Mayor Opdyke has called for volunteer policemnen—
10 serve for the special and temporary purpnse of putting
down the mob which threatened yesterday to burn and
plunder the city. Ll noman be dearto this appeal !
No mun can afford to neglect it, No man, whatever his
calling orcondition in life, can afford to live in a city
where the law is powerless, and where mobs of reckless
rufliens ezn plunder dwellings and burn whele blocks of
buildings with impunity. Let the mob which r; Tl yes-
Lerday i ourstreets with so little of real restraint, ob-
tain the vpper Lund for a day or two longer, and no one
can predict or imagine the extent of the injury they may
infitet, or the weight of the blow they may strike at our
Jeace and prosperity. This ol niust be erushed ol
onice. Every days—every hour's delay—is big with
evil. Letevery citizen come promptly forward and give
his personal aid to $0 good and so indispensable a work,

The TWorld believes that New York yesterday
witnessed the saddest sight that she has ever
scen since hier first foundation stone was laid, It
characterizes the attack upon the inoffensive ne-
groes as mean and cowardly.,  While condem-
ing the doings of the mob in the strongest lun-
guage, it does not hold theauthoritics blameless,
It zuys on this point:

* Dues Mr. Lincoln now perceive what alienation he
has put between himself and the men who three years
ago thundered out with one voice in Unionsquare—¢The
Union, it must and shall be preserved?”  These are the
very men whom his imbecility, his wanton exercise of
arbitrary power, his stretehies of ungranted authority
Lavetransiormed into s mob. At the beginning hun-
dreds of thousands of men went willingly to risk their
lives st his and the nation's cull. Was it impossible for
him =0 1o have rested upon the nation's heart, 80 to have
obered the nation’s will, that if need ware still other
hunidreds of thousunds would have gone forth willingly
at his bidding? Who believes it? It was not impossi-
ble. What has he and bis infutunted party done in-
stead? They have frumed a Conseription Act, never
tlerabiv 1o @ free peonle, uneanstitutional beyvond any
manner of doubt in its provisions if not in its very na-
ture. offensive and must unwise in the method of it en-
forecment, diseruninating between rich and poose, uniair,
onerous, and mostoppressive here where the gtirition of
diseontent was al s height, Does any man wonder
thut poor men refused to be forced into 1 war wistnan-
aged almost ioto hopelessness, perverted almosy into
pariizanship?  Did the Presidens and his cabiaet imnr-
ine that their lawlessness could conquer, or their tolly
seduce, a free people ™

The Worid in conclusion urges the cessation
of unlawful resistance, intimates that the law will
be fuund to he unconstitutional, holds that this
yuestion should be legally tested, and promises
on beladf of the State authoritics “that the de-
“cizion of the courts will be sustained in the
“Empire State acainst uny and every power
which attempts to overrale them,

The New York Dady News claims that it warn-
c¢d the Administration that there would be
trouble. It now advizes the people to risc ubove
thelevel of abolition fanaticy, und to save the
country in some wuy which the Nors fails to
point out. We quote:—

Let u voice that comes from one wnom you can
trust, aud who is with you in all Jegitimate opposition
to despotism, be heard among you. Listen to it and
take counsel from it. for you have but to sesrel the
record 1o know that it bas never lied to you and will
not betray your cause. We have so much at stake, our
puoor country appeals 10 us se piteously, that we cannot
aftorid to lose our opportunities in the vortex of excite-
ment and blind fury. For the sakes of your cause, be
men,  Arise superior to the passions of the momeut,
and let your future action be calm, considerate and
noble, New York City must give an cxample to the
North, but it must not be an example of unbridled 1i-
cense, anarchy and rashnesa, Die) if it peed be, to de-
fend your rights, but let there be no stigma upon the
namerof your fraternity, and let no history hereafier
recount of you deeds that your children will blush to
read.

The Journal of Cominerce thus points out the
duty of the citizens in this cmergency:

“There is but one word of advice to be given to every
man. It impresses iteelf on all citizens to-duy,  Sustain
theluws! Btand by the constituted authoritics, local,
State and national.” There i8 no other security, Every
mun has hig duty to do.  Every voice should he raised
in this behalf. It is a pressing duty this morning, Ougr
lives und progerty are dependent on its faltiliuent. ‘T'he
authoritics uged every mau's support, and they must
huave it.”

The following is the Sws’s view of the matter:

“ILi8 now useless to repeat our condemnation of the
poliey thut has provoked this outbrens of violenee, and
we cun only deprecate most carnestly and sincerely any
continuance in proceedings thut will surely result in
arraying the ndberents of law and order against the
rioters. All eyes are instinetively turned Lowards
Governor Seymour for the counsel and action that wil|
restore harmony. e cannot fuil to be profoundly nffected
by the occurrences thut have dishonored our city, and
though he i8 not responsible for them, he will not fail to
interpose his broud shicld, both for the protection of the
people, and the prescrvation of the constitutional
authority of the KFederul Government.”

Tae Porice COURTS THIS MORNING.—In conse-
quence of the absence of the police foree of this city,
who were ordered to New York yesterduy to put down
the disturbance there, there wera but fow arrests made
in this city and the Police Justices had but few cases be-
foro them this morning and these all cases of intoxics-
tion.

Chief Engineer of the Fire Department, W, D,
THE ARSENAL AND THE ARMORIES.

THE NAVY YARD,

The navy yard is bristling with cannon. The
Flushing avenue side is guarded with thirteen

pounders, and all the vessels Lave been placed at
anchor in the stremm, and in readiness to meet
any cmergencey.  All the available force in the
yard and on the vessels not required for tmmedi-
ate duty, are held in reserve for contingeneles,
They are well armed in every respect,

THE POLICE.

The rolice of this city arc also held in reserve
to act as oceasion may require. Last night one
hundred men, in charge of Inspector Folk, went
to New York, but returned about 9 o'clock,
their services being no longer required.

THE ARTILLERY CALLED UPON,

Capt. George Chappell, of Co. €. 1st Battulion
N.Y. Artillery, has received an order to report
his company at the Arsenal in 35th street, N. Y.
Capt. Chappell has issued an order directing his
men to assemble at Gothie Hall. Any person
wishing to join the corps should Teport at once
at Gothic Hall.

THE NEGROLS SCARED,

A number of colored women applied at the
Station House of the 42nd Precinet last night,
for protection. They told some alarming storics
about crowds ceming to sack their houses and
kill the oceupants, There was considerable ap-
prehension excited in Green lane, Stewart's al-
ley, Talman street and other places where the
darkies most do congregate. A crowd of boys,

who amused themselves by hooting and yelling
at some darkies they encountered, und throwing
a few stones, were the only resemblance to o
mobh, and they were easily dispersed.

A BROOKLYN MAN BLOCKADED BY RIOTERS.

Yesterday morning the capable manager of the
‘Wall House in the E. D., Capt. Henry Anderson,
went over to New York to obtain the necessary
papers which would exempt him from the draft,
he being entitled to exemption by virtue of being
an Assistant Draft Commissioner. After procur-
ing the necessary documents, he calied at the re-
gidence of Col. Nugent, Provost Marshal, in Lex-
ington avenue, to obtain the signature of that
officer to the certificates, and when Le made his
exit from the bxilding he found i. surrounded by
an infnriated mob, who devoted themselves im-
mediately to him. He made his way down the
thorougbfare followed by the crowd who began
to muke sowme blood-thirsty threats, that if car-
ricd out would niaterially have cffected the fu-
ture of the Captain.  He quickened his 1ace and
the crowd did the sume, when fortunately he
met afriend, who obtained an entrance for him
through a basement door and thence up stairs.
The crowd surrounded the buildine and were ap-
parently bent on misehicef; Lut by this time the
houscs fired in the neighborhood clajmed their
attention and the crowd swayed up the avenue
again.  Captain Anderson remained in the house
all day, as the proximity of the rioters rendered
bis re-appearance unsafe.  After dark he ventur-
ed forth and rade is way to the Wail House,
witnessing on his way the firing of the houses
destroyed opposite Essex Marlef,

The Riot in New York.

The 13th of July, 1863, will be o sadly memora-
ble day in the history of New York, when the
city was given over to the rule of o desperate
moeb.  Opposition to the draft was the exciting
cause of the outbreak; but the SPIrit of lawless
violence once let loose, there was no st:xying its
progress or preseribing any limit to its work of
destruction.  The destruction of the Provost
Marehall’s offices in the Eighth ang Ninth dis-
tricts wus followed by reckless acts of Lrutul fe-
rocityin all parts of the city, violenee, rapine
arton were the order of the day until a lut
of the night,

Half the incidents of the riot have not yetheen
told; the number of killed i injureq not yet
known. The wildest rumors were afloat, and
there is much exaggeration of the events yet.

The unfortunate negroes became marked ob-
jects for attack, and whenever a colored man
wus scen on the street he was chased and beaten
by the mob. Not content with this, the mob
fired the Colored Orphan Asgylumn, and sceveral
houses in different parts of the city where
colored people reside. Onc colored man was
hungtoalamp post in Clarkson street and Lig
clothes get on fire. It is likewise reported that
many other colored persons have died of their
injuries.

The Zribure oflice, which had been threatened
once or twice during the afternoon, was finally
attacked about cight o'clock in the ¢venening,
The crowd here was rather small, not over lifty
or sixty active rioters. They smashed al the
windows on the first and second floor, brokeinto
the counting room and destroyed the counterg
and desks, and attempted to fire the building,
but the timely arrival of the police saved it from
destruction.

Rumors of a Riot at Jamaica.

We have heard @ report that riots had taken
place at Jamaica aud Flushing, but we have been
unable up to this time to obtuin information as
to the truth of these rumors.

What 1s a Riot!

The word riot is derived from a Latin word
riota, signifying a brawl, In law it is a tumultu-
ous disturbance of the peace by three or more
persons, who have assembled together of their
own authority for the purpose of assisting one
another in the exccution of some private enter-
prise, and in resisting any one who shall inter-
fere with or oppose their proceedings; and after
wards carry out that purpose in a violent and
turbulent manner,

It1s wholly immaterial whethertheact intended
is lawful orunlawful) for it is not in the act it-
self, but in the manner in which it is done,
which creates the particular offence. Women
may be punished as rioters, but children under
fourteen years ofuge cunnot. In the trialof Lord
George Gordon, the leaderand instigator of the
celebrated N Popery Riots™ in London, in

1981, it was the unanimous opinion of the
King’s  Beneh that  an attempt by  in-

timidation, and violence to force the repeal
of a law, wus a levying of war against the king,
Tlhe laws for the punishment of riot are based
upon the statute 1, George I, commouly ealled
the “riot act,” which made it a capital feleny
for persons riotously assembled to the number
of twelve or more, to continue se assembled for
one Lour after prociumation by a justice of the
peree comiturndingr them te disperse. Subsequent
statutes made oiher speeitic offences felonious
ruch as riotoualy demolishing any chureh, chap-
cl, or other building, or any machinery or manu-
fuctory, or furcilly obstructing the export of
corn.  Principals in the ~econd degree and ac-
cessories Lefore the fact are also punishable as
felons. In the United States the statutory pro-
visious respecting riots follow in a great measure
those of England, but are milder in their punish-
ment and more qualified in their application.
—————————

DrAFT REGULATIONs.—The Provost Marshall
General has published a further serivs of regula-
tions inrespect to the draft; one of these pro-
Vides that “‘a drafted man cannot pay commuta-
tion money or present a substitute after he has
reported himself to the Board of Enrollment for
examination.”  This is an arbitrrry rule. A mun
may believe that he is physically disqualified, and
scek exemption on that ground; if he is declured
quulified be is compelled to serve whether he can
provide & substitute or not. On the other hand,
men who are obviously disqualified, through fear
of a capricious decision of the enrollment Board,
may pay the exemption money, which the gov-
ernmet has no right to take from persons who
arc not linble to service. The government has
been unfortunate in the selection of arcnts who,
by preseribing arbitrary and unwise regulations,
have heightened the popular discontent with the
conscription.

Letter from the Brooklyn 23rd.

Cayr or 23p REGIMENT, |
WAYNEsBORO, July Sth. )

A gentleman about to return to Brooklyn has
oflered to convey letters from the regiment and
Iiierefore avail myself of this opportunity to
gend you a few lines, ‘

Our march from Harrisburg has beena very
fatiguing one and the 1men stamrer along as
though intoxicated, so ecompletely are they worn
out. Qe have not as yet reachéd our destina-
tion, but it will prolably bhe Gettyshurg, the
scene of the Iate battles, or Clanbersburg,  All
Saturday night Inst we were on our march and
the route lay through rugged mountain passes,
which were almost jmpussable. owing to the
beavy rains.  That nights’ muareh I shall remem-
ber to my dying day. ” We have traversed since
Wednesday last at least sixty miles, through the
wildest country imaginable. Many fagitives
from the late terrible tight have been met with,
who give the most cncouraging account of affuirs,
Many of them were wounded. Our men com-
plain much for want of food; in fict we have
almost becn tempted to boil down cur own shoe
leather to muke soup.  All wedo get is by forag-
ing. A picce of *hard tack” is a luxury.

At last, however, we are resting ; our toilsome
march is at an end, for awhile, at’ least. We arce
now encamped ina grove about a mile from the
pretty town of Waynesboro. During the lat-
ter part of our march we saw many proofs
of the rapid flight of Lee's army, such as shells,
tolid shot, 2 dead horse branded S. C., caissons,
&e., and you may be prepared to hear ina few
days ol'the surrender of the rebel army to Gen,
Meade. A pigantic and hmpassable barrier is
thrown in Lee’s path in the Potomae river,
which has been very much swollen by the late
raips. That very rain which made our march of
about 75 miles 0 laborious and painful will
doubtiess be the means of throwing Lee into
the hands of the Union army; should that be
the result I shall feel repaid tor the suffering 1
Lave cndured.  Meade's army is marching in an
obligucdireetion and is expected to enguage Lee
at Hagerstown. A large cavalry force, @ part of
the Army of the Potomae, is here.  Tbey have
been following up the retreating rebels in” order
to aunoy them and make them understand that
a large army is on their heels,

Weare to act as a reserve, so that should our
forces be defeated in the next battle we ean
march forwurd and reinforee them. Our term
of service will expire on Saturday, 18th inst.,
but it will probably be the week fullowing before
we return.  In fact, if our services are required,
there is not a man in the 23d who wiil not cheer-
fully remsain till they are no lon%‘er needed, A
little fighting will be a relief to all of us after the
hardships and privations we have endured since
leaving Harrisburg, L.B. W., Jr,
